Given the
transnational nature of threats, we should
take steps to align the laws of the Eurasian
region's countries with the requirements
of practical work, which emerge from the
current trends and challenges, including
those related to tracing, identifying, and
disrupting the channel of financing of
radicalization, extremism, and terrorism.

The national security of each of our countries
is currently being threatened by the
activation of extremist and terrorist motives.

As a part of the Global Network, Kazakhstan
invests a lot of effort to implement the FATF
Standards and successfully comply with
them. It makes use of all relevant branches
of power in order to do this. In these group
activities, the Parliament's function as
a legislative body is essential. After the
appropriate law was adopted in 2009, it was
the Parliament where the AML/FT system
was created. Since then, the Parliament's
members have taken a proactive role in
improving the legislation to make them
compliant with international standards.

The most recent amendments, which
established the institute of public officials,
classifiedlaundering ofthe proceedsofcrime
as a serious offence, increased the number
of financial monitoring entities, established
their monitoring, etc., were enacted as a
result of parliamentary initiatives. | trust
that the national risk assessment gave our
efforts a fair evaluation.

Currently, we are drafting in our Parliament
a package of measures to repatriate illegally
siphoned off funds that will be enacted
before the end of the session this year in
ordertocarryoutthe address of our country's
head of state Kasym-Zhomart Tokaev. They
will be designed to establish requirements
to stop unlawful buying and siphoning off,
as well as to outline legislative parameters
for repatriating assets. We are confident
that these improvements will improve the
capabilities of law enforcement authorities
while also having a good effect on the social
and economic well-being of our citizens.

The Parliament will keep developing high-
quality legal framework while taking into
account new AML/FT difficulties and trends
in order to ensure the country's continuous
success in the field of AML/FT.

The main target categories for international
terrorist organizations' campaigning
operations include socially unprotected
dispossessed social groups, labor migrants,
dispossessed youth, and people serving
sentences in prison.

The issue of so-called school terrorism is
currently pressing. Some teenagers who have
socialization issues and are more vulnerable
to external influences not only spread
extremist ideas, but actually commit terrorist
acts.

International terrorist organizations use
all available new technologies and means
of communication, including the Internet,
to disseminate terrorist content, incite
terrorist acts, recruit new terrorist supporters,
and arrange for the financing, planning,
preparation, and execution ofillegal activities.

Growing transnational threats necessitate
quick responses and systematic actions,
including legal ones.

Terrorists' massive propaganda should
be countered with effective collaboration
of our countries' competent aquthorities,
the establishment of new approaches to
the legal regulation of blocking financial

support for the aforementioned activities,
and the prohibition of the operation of any
communities and individuals engaged in
this propaganda.

In this regard, a new style of interaction
between parliamentarians and officials from
executive agencies would allow not only to
highlight AML/FT risks and threats that are
common to all countries, but also to develop
common mitigation strategies.

I am confident that the exchange of best
legislative solutions and law enforcement
techniques during this Forum will allow
parliamentarians and our countries' FIUs to
look at current issues from fresh perspectives,
broaden horizons, and find new ways to
solve them.

| would like to welcome you at the today’s
event on behalf of Council of the Republic
of the National Assembly of the Republic of
Belarus.

We are pleased that the Forum of relevant
committees of the parliaments of EAG
member-states is becoming a permanent
venue for discussing such complicated and
critical issues for our countries as combating
laundering of illegal proceeds and terrorism
financing.

The global situation is deteriorating,
resulting in new difficulties and threats,
including those relating to national security.
The Ukrainian crisis has altered not just the
regional security paradigm, but also the
West's ways to safeguarding its interests and
fostering so-called rule-based order. They

are based on extreme illegal practices that
contravene international legal standardes.

We could see the testing of these approaches
frequently through the example of color
revolution technologies in other regions of
the world to overturn legitimate power that
did not please the Western elites. Where the
state coups were successful, states suffered
long-term negative effects, including social
and economic challenges.

Western countries incited by the US will
do much, if not everything, to maintain
the hegemony that is sliding away from
them. They do not hide the fact that they
help extremists and terrorists by providing
sanctuary, hosting them at a high official
level, providing major financial support, and
assisting in the creation of influence agent
networks. It is no longer a question of legal
assistance in the investigation of major
offences.

Not only so-called dissidents, but also regular
thieves, fraudsters, and alimony evaders seek
asylum in Poland, the Czech Republic, and
the Baltic countries. Especially, a vigorous
struggle for young people's minds is being
waged. We can see how various extremists are
attempting to influence youth and teenagers
and youth through modern information
and communication technology in order to
manipulate and involve them in unlawful acts.

In this regard, the year 2020 has become
significant for Belarus, when a large number
of young people succumbed to the effect of
disinformation and directions to do illegal acts
spread by domestic and foreign curators via
popular messengers and social media. After
a while, many of them understood that they
had been exploited to illegally restructure the
country's power structure.

As a result, combating terrorist and extremist
threats, particularly  their financing,
remains a priority for Belarus. We hear
that the West constantly declares threats
against our country and that measures for
forcible power seizure are being considered.
Only an appropriate complex approach,
including effective legal regulation as part
of intergovernmental cooperation, including
cooperation within organizations such
as the EAG, the Collective Security Treaty
Organization ("the CSTO"), the Parliamentary
Assembly of the CSTO, and others, can create
a reliable barrier in this area.

The Republic of Belarus has the appropriate
legal framework in place to prevent
laundering of illegal proceeds and financing
of terrorism. It is based on the Republic
of Belarus' Constitution and a number of
legislation. Some of them are now being
enhanced and, to be honest, tightened.

I will not go into detail on this subject because
our colleagues' reports on these topics are
already scheduled. I'd just like to emphasize
that illicit actions in this sector are hybrid
in nature; terrorists are funded by funds
that criminals steal from people through
deception.

DEAR FRIENDS, COLLEAGUES,

| greet all participants of the 2-nd Forum
of parliamentaries and officials of AML/FT
competent authorities on behalf of the House
of Representatives of the National Assembly
of the Republic of Belarus. | am delighted
to have the opportunity to contribute to the
work of this representative event.

First and foremost, | would like to emphasize
that, in compliance with FATF Standards,
the Republic of Belarus has built a legal and
institutional framework to effectively Speech
laundering of illegal proceeds, financing of
terrorism and proliferation financing. This is
best evidenced by the assessment findings;
our country successfully travelled this path in
February 2020, but work on this has not ceased.

The Republic of Belarus consistently
develops its national system for combating
laundering of illegal proceeds, financing
of terrorism financing, and proliferation
finance, as well as countering transnational
organized crime, international terrorism,
and extremism. Since 2020, the Republic of
Belarus has adopted approximately 20 laws
in this domain, including revisions to existing
laws, as well as more than 150 Presidential
and Government decrees.

The development of the digital economy
is currently one of the most essential
processes of social progress. Belarus was
one of the first countries in the Eurasian
group to implement regulations governing
digital token activities. Entities engaging
in these activities have been subject to
AML legislation since 2021. That is, they are
subject to the same legal restrictions as any
other entities in the AML national system.

The token itself is equated to funds, ensuring
that this instrument is monitored by crypto
entities such as funds, securities, and other
financial instruments.

Our country's social and economic
development prioritizes digital development.
Thedigital maturity of sectors oftheeconomy
and realms of social life has reached a point
where the country is establishing digital
development plans. The most ambitious
objectives have been established. At least
14 laws have been enacted to facilitate
the digital transformation of the digital
economy.

As you may be aware, Belarus approved
a new version of the country's fundamental
law - the Constitution - in 2022. Massive
legislative activity is now underway. This task,

however, is not limited to the enactment
of new laws. Currently, both chambers of
Parliament hear the General Prosecutor, the
Chairman of the State Control Committee,
and the Governor of the National Bank on
the outcomes of their actions on an annual
basis. This event was held for the first time
this year, and parliamentarians focused
on combating extremism and its extreme
form, terrorism. These issues are taken into
account not just by the Republic of Belarus.

Parliamentaries should understand if the
taken measures and legislative initiatives
are sufficient to ensure social stability and
sustained development of the country in
general.

Dear colleagues! Today's conditions necessitate
that parliamentarians focus their efforts on
reducing risks that arise in the economy as
a result of sanctions imposed on entire
states. As the President of the Republic of
Belarus, Mr. Aleksander Lukashenko, stated
during one of his meetings with the heads
of Belorussian agencies, "we will leave this
process of sanctions and anti-sanctions
sooner or later," but for the time being, we
are required to respond to ongoing pressure.
This response Speeches, among other things,
legislative efforts.

Our government has undertaken extensive
legislative work to ensure the country's
continued development and interaction
related to integration. Furthermore, we
should take advantage of the current
circumstances. Parliamentarians are working
with other governmental authorities to adopt
relevant measures. I'd like to highlight that
when we pass laws in these circumstances,
we surely consider international requlations
and standards.

Finally, I'd like to emphasize that the
changing economic environment has
resulted in the appearance of new risks and
threats. As a result, a goal has emerged to
change approaches to combating illegal
financial transactions;, we will need to
develop the legal framework further.

DEAR COLLEAGUES,
DEAR PARTICIPANTS
OF THE FORUM,

Foreigners and Kazakh citizens have been
actively investing in cryptocurrencies for
the previous ten years. For example, in
2022, over 14 000 Kazakhstanis used bank
transfers to purchase digital assets worth
around 58 million US dollars at the Binance
cryptoexchange.

The international development of the crypto
business in recent years has established
a persistent trend relating to the use of
cryptocurrencies as a tool to launder illegal
proceeds.

Today, one of the most troublesome challenges
is the laundering of money via cryprocurrencies.
The anonymity of the business generates a very
complicated process of tracing financial flows;
currently, this poses a challenge to the existing
global system of combating Ilaundering
of money and financing of terrorism and
necessitates its improvement.

As you may be aware, the FATF reviewed its
standards in October 2018, clarifying their
application to VA and VASPs activities. In

this regard, a number of countries have
enacted direct limitations on the use of
cryptocurrencies to make payments, while in
others, this situation remains unclear.

In this regard, I'd like to share Kazakhstan's
efforts as a member of the FATF's Global
Network. For example, at the first stage in
2020, a humber of revisions to the Law on
Computerization and the Civil Code were
enacted, as partofwhich termssuch asdigital
asset, digital mining, and digital token were
defined. The legal framework that governs
the circulation of digital assets was approved;,
digital assets have been recognized as
property in the Civil Code in accordance with
the FATF's recommendations.

VASPs recognized as financial
monitoring entities in the Law on Combating
Laundering of lllegal Proceeds and Financing
of Terrorism at the second stage in 2021, a
notification procedure of the performance of
activities related to the issue and circulation
of secured assets was introduced, and state
control in the CFT area was established.

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Later, on the initiative of the MPs of the
Parliament, the Law On Digital Assets of the
Republic of Kazakhstan was enacted this
year, which became effective on April 1 this
year, in order to develop a cryptocurrency
ecosystem in Kazakhstan. The regulation of
digital mining is how a separate legal act
under the law. One of the most significant
changes is the replacement of the
notification method with an authorization
procedure for conducting operations linked
to the issuing and circulation of secured
assets.

Only Astana International Financial Center
is permitted to perform activities with
unsecured digital assets in the Republic of
Kazakhstan. At the Center, both secured
and unsecured assets may be issued,
although only secured assets may be issued
outside of it. Furthermore, actions involving
the management of digital asset exchange
may only be carried out within the Center.

A VASP may conduct activities at the Center
provided they have a license issued by the
Center's Committee and have registered as
a member. Under Article 214 of Kazakhstan's
Criminal Code, criminal liability is envisaged
for violations of the authorisation procedure
(illegal enterprise, illegal banking, microfinance,
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and collecting operations). VASPs are subject
to liability both within and outside of the
Center.

Kazakhstan does not recognize digital
assets as payment instruments, financial
assets, or financial instruments in order
to maintain the security of the Kazakh
financial system.

VASPs are financial monitoring entities that
must comply with all AML.FT regulations.
They involve identifying, assessing, and
monitoring AML/FT risks, as well as applying
appropriate mitigation actions.

More than 80 regulations governing VASP
activities have been enacted by the Center
and are now in effect. The Ministry is in
charge of AML/FT regulation and monitoring
of providers' activities outside the Center,
i.e. actions involving unsecured assets. It
produces requirements for internal control
documents and other guidance documents
for regulated categories of financial
monitoring entities.

However, this field is fast evolving, and the risks
of utilizing digital assets for unlawful purposes
are rising. In this regard, the Parliament will
continue to strengthen the legal framework
governing digital assets. Today, | emphasized
that the executive authorities' future activities
are embodied in the 2022-2026 Financial
Monitoring Development Strategy. This
document, in particular, envisions a review of
digital asset regulation and the formulation
of ideas for future improvement, as well as a
study of the possibility of obtaining data on
cryptocurrency circulation from international
platforms and other AML/FT issues.

Nonetheless, a review of the history of most
developed jurisdictions shows that they do
not legally restrict the development of digital
technologies, including those linked to the
use of blockchain technology and unsecured
digital assets, by prohibiting their circulation.
Secured digital assets, for example, are
recognized as currency in Germany; in Japan,
they are legal payment instruments subject
to sales tax.

| believe that establishing guidelines for
cryptocurrency circulation and regulatory
measures will allow us to mitigate the threat to
the financial system's stability and decrease
the use of cryptocurrencies to launder illegal
proceeds and finance terrorism.

Because a complete prohibition of transactions
related to the circulation of cryptoassets is
currently impossible, it is prudent in the long
term to revise our country's current approach
to regulation of the institution prohibiting
the circulation of unsecured digital assets with
the participation of all relevant governmental
authorities.

DEAR PARTICIPANTS
OF THE FORUM,

Globalization, the advancement of information
and communication technologies, migratory
flows, and, unfortunately, a superficial
understanding of religion all enhance the
likelihood of terrorist and extremist expressions.

The Republic of Kazakhstan's legal framework
focuses on effectively combating current
security threats; it contains both laws and
Government decrees, as well as inter-agency
agreements.

The Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan on
the Fight Against Terrorism outlines the
country's overall terrorism-fighting strategy.
Standards for extremism prevention have
been approved alongside measures on
combating. Terrorism is mentioned in 15
articles of the Criminal Code and two articles
of the Criminal Procedure Code; extremism is
mentioned in 12 articles of the Criminal Code
and one article of the Criminal Procedure
Code.

Appropriate anti-terrorism initiatives and
action plans have been established and are
in effect. They are intended to disseminate

intelligence, preventive, and real governmental
and local authority duties. The Anti-Terror
Center was formed to monitor and forecast
terrorist threats and vulnerabilities.

Increased economic interdependence,
transportation accessibility, and
border communication intensity prepared
the path for international terrorist networks.
Kazakhstan has signed up to 19 international
treatiesinordertosuccessfullylimitthethreats
of transnational terrorism. Kazakhstan has
signed more than 90 treaties in the fight
against crime, including terrorism, as part of
international and bilateral cooperation.

Kazakhstan has signed the UN International
Convention for the Suppression of the
Financing of Terrorism and Acts of Nuclear
Terrorism. The Shanghai Convention on
Combating Terrorism, Separatism, and
Extremism  governs  cooperation  and
information exchange.

Last year, the Republic of Kazakhstan,
the Kyrgyz Republic, the Republic of
Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and the Republic
of Uzbekistan signed a treaty. The parties
intend to make efforts to tackle new security
threats such as terrorism, extremism and
separatism, transnational organized crime,
cybercrime, illegal migration, the sale
and trafficking of arms, narcotic drugs,
psychotropic substances, and precursors,
according to the treaty. FIUs in the
aforementioned countries monitor financial
flows to Afghanistan and countries with
heightened terrorist activity.

The detection and stopping of unlawful
financial flows is a critical part of countering
international  terrorism  and  religious
extremism. The appropriate AML/FT laws
provide for the FIU's anti-terrorist authorities
as well as tools for enforcing targeted
financial sanctions issued by the UN Security
Council.

In accordance with the FATF's requirements,
a provision has been enacted to take
urgent measures to suspend transactions
and freeze assets of individuals on the UN,
international organizations, and national
sanction lists. The swift and effective
application of TFS by competent authorities
allowed the country to halt the financial
activity of more than 366 designated people.
Financial assets totaling 178 million KZT,
as well as 504 properties and 140 vehicles,
have been frozen.

The Ilaw-mandated parallel  financial
investigation allows forthe use ofawiderange
of intelligence and analytical approaches for
investigating offences, including the skills
of the FIU. For example, in 2022, an effective
system of detecting offences contributed
to the prevention of three terrorist acts, 56
individuals were convicted for terrorist and
extremist offenses, 15 particularly dangerous
organized criminal groups were dismantled,
1100 weapons, grenades, and more than
31 000 ammunitions were seized from illegal
circulation. Attempts to enter the country by
134 foreign persons involved in terrorism and
religious extremism were foiled, as were over
341 million cyber- and nearly 3,000 DDOS
attacks on crucial infrastructure entities.

Article 258 of the Kazakh Criminal Code
allows for sanctions for financing of terrorism.
According to this article, an individual may
be convicted of this offense if he or she is
involved in any of the following stages of the
offense: collection, movement, or use of funds
or assets in favor of terrorists, and financing
of terrorism.

At the moment, the utilization of covert
sources of financing of terrorism under the
guise of lawful operations carried out by
various charities or the collecting of funds
through web-sites or crowdfunding has
become popular. To implement the 8 FATF
Recommendation to the greatest extent,
the control of expenditure of funds by NPOs
supported by foreign governments and
international organizations has been legally
tightened, and a number of standards to
be followed by NPOs has been developed.
International NPOs, in particular, should
disclose information about their operations,
including their founders, organizational
composition, sources of financing, and areas
of expenditure.

The amount and structure of NPOs'
income, as well as data on the amount
and composition of assets, expenses, the
number and composition of employees, their
compensation, and the utilization of people's
free labor in NPO aqctivities, may not be
commercially confidential.

Furthermore, NPOs should keep precise
records of their financial transactions in order
to track the movement of these funds. NPOs
face administrative penalties for failing to file
or submitting financial statements late.

The development of new digital technologies
also raises the possibility of exploiting virtual
assets and financing societal extremism
and terrorism. It is now possible to transfer
funds without providing the beneficiary's
information. To reduce the risks and
vulnerabilities associated with the use of
digital assets, amendments to the Law of
the Republic of Kazakhstan on Payments
and Payment Systems have been made,
which prohibit electronic wallet owners from
making payments and transferring electronic
funds in favor of anonymous beneficiaries,
prohibit withdrawing, paying off, and selling
electronic funds to anonymous customers,
and reduce the threshold amount for a single
transaction made by unidentified owners of
electronic funds from 100 to 500 conventional
units. This amount is roughly equivalent to
142,000 to 172,000 KZT.

Terrorists, as you may be aware, use the
Internet as an effective tool. It is a primary
propaganda conduit for international
terrorist organizations with radical ideologies,
as well as a means for recruiting new
members, disseminating false information,
and exchanging video, audio, and photo files
in Russian and English across Central Asia.

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The government takes efforts to reinforce
society's long-term rejection and
condemnation of radical ideologies, as
well as to counteract and prevent the
country's social and political situation
from destabilizing. A number of preventive
events to non-proliferation of damaging
ideology mentioned in policy documents
have been accepted as part of the national
security strategy. Given the vulnerability of
adolescents to the detrimental effects of
various anti-social and criminal groups, a
number of laws and international treaties
aimed ateducating youth have been enacted
and signed.

AND THE DELEGATES!

| am delighted to attend the Forum and
share China's counter-terrorist financing
legal system to you. And firstly, | want to
thank the EAG for organising such an event
and also many thanks for the Kazakhstan's
awesome hospitality.

China opposes all forms of terrorism bands
or terrorist organizations by the law. We shall
not compromise with any organization or
individual involved in terrorist activities. As
a member of FATF, China has been working
to combat money laundering and terrorist
financing crimes all the time by issuing or
amending relevant policies and laws.

As for policies, we actually introduced a
number of policies. | can give you a specific
example here. In 2017, the General office of
the State Council issued a directive called
the Directive on improving the regulatory
institutional mechanism for anti-money
laundering, counter-terrorist financing and
anti-tax evasion. This directive mandates
the formation of a legal and regulatory
system which need to be tailored to meet
the requirements of China's context and
international standards.

As for law, China has formed a sound
legal system. Now, let me give you a brief
introduction of the legal system. First, we
have the Counter-Terrorism law, which is a
special law to prevent and punish terrorist
activities and safeguard national security. It
offers a comprehensive framework for the
fundamental aspects, of course, including
terrorist financing. You could imagine that
the measures outlined in the Counter-
Terrorism law for preventing collecting
intelligence, investigating, responding to
terrorist activities are also applicable to
terrorist financing.

Secondly,we havethe Anti-MoneyLaundering
Law. It could also serve as a counter-terrorist
financing law. Article 36 clarify the provisions
of the Law are applicable to the monetary of
funds suspected of terrorist activities, which

China's legal system for anti-money laundering
(AML) and counter-terrorist financing(CTF) in
China is systematic and comprehensive. It combats
money laundering and terrorist financing on
all fronts, providing an adequate legal basis for
relevant authorities to prevent and punish terrorist
financing effectively.

China'’s legal system for combating
terrorist financing consists of three
main parts:

In 2017, the General Office of the State
Council issued the Directive on Improving
the Regulatory Institutional Mechanism for
Anti-Money Laundering, Counter-Terrorist
Financing and Anti-Tax Evasion.

This Directive mandates the formation of a
legal and regulatory system focused on "three
anties" and tailored to meet the requirements
of China’s market economy, context and
international standards.

In addition, it requires to establish a
coordinated regulatory mechanism for "three
anties" , which should outline the respective
rights and responsibilities of relevant parties
and promote strong cooperation to effectively
mitigate the risk of money laundering and
terrorist financing.

e Treaties and conventions

China has ratified and acceded to many
international counter-terrorism conventions,
such as the International Convention for the
Suppression of the Financing of Terrorism,
and has signed a number of bilateral and
multilateral counter-terrorism treaties, to
strengthen international cooperation in
combating terrorist financing.

Counter-Terrorism Law

% In 2015, the Standing Committee
ofthe NationalPeople's Congress
e of China adopted a special law,
the Counter-Terrorism Law, to
prevent and punish terrorist
activities, strengthen counter-
terrorism work and safeguard
national security. It offers a
comprehensive framework for
the fundamental aspects of counter-terrorism,
including those related to counter-terrorist
financing:

RN R IERE
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Article 3 - Definition of terrorist financing
and terrorist activities.

Article 14 - Freezing assets of terrorist
organizations and individuals.

Articles 24 to 26 - Counter-terrorist financing
supervisary authorities.

Article 3 - Definition of terrorist financing
and terrorist activities.

It clearly qualifies the acts of providing financial
support to terrorist organizations and individuals,
and for the implementation of terrorist activities
as terrorist financing. Therefore, the measures
outlined in the Counter-Terrorism Law for
preventing, collecting intelligence, investigating,
responding to terrorist activities are also applicable
to terrorist financing.

We also have some special procedures
for the terrorist financing. One example is
the confiscating illegal proceeds involved
in a case where the criminal suspect or
defendant escapes, hides or is dead. It
actually provides for a kind of non-conviction
based confiscation procedure.

And lastly, | want to introduce the legal basis
for China's international cooperation. It
consists of three main parts.
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Article 14 - Freezing assets of terrorist
organizations and individuals.

Financial institutions and designated non-
financial business and professions(DNFBPs)
shall immediately freeze the funds or assets of
organizations or individuals involved in terrorist
activities announced by the working body of the
national leading agency for counter-terrorism
work.

This approach is based primarily on international
and domestic experience in fighting against
criminal terrorist activities. Asset freezing can
deter terrorist organizations and individuals from
using the financial system and designated non-
financial systems for financing terrorism.

Articles 24 to 26 - Counter-terrorist
financing supervisary authorities.

In order to cut off the financial sources of terrorist
organizations and individuals, Article 24 clarifies
that the AML department and other relevant
departments and agencies under the State
Council shall, in accordance with the law, supervise
or monitor the CFT compliance of financial
institutions and DNFBPs.

Article 25 and 26 stipulate the responsibilities
of auditing, fiscaltaxation, customs and other
departments to notify the competent authorities
and public security authorities when they discover
suspected terrorist financing.

Firstly, China had a ratified and acceded
to 12 global international conventions such
as the International Convention for the
Suppression of the Financing of Terrorism.
In addition, under the framework of the
Shanghai Cooperation Organization, China
has concluded two conventions. Of course,
these international conventions became a
part of legal foundation for China's foreign
cooperation.

One of the primary goals of the Anti-Money
Laundering Law is to prevent money
laundering activities, including covering up
and concealing the source and nature of
the proceeds of crimes.

Q The AML Law stipulates the AML
competent authority and its mandates,
the cooperation mechanism with
relevant departments of the State
Council, and essential AML obligations
such as customer due deligence,
record keeping, large transaction and
suspicious transaction reporting.

° Additionally, the AML Law provides anti-
money laundering investigative measures
for competent authorities to investigate
suspicious  transaction  activities  in
accordance with the statutory procedures
and conditions.

Q These measures facilitate the competent

authorities to carry out anti-money
laundering monitoring and analysis.
Furthermore, Article 36 of the AML Law
clarifies that the provisions of this Law
are applicable to the monitoring of funds
suspected of terrorist activities.

According to the definition of terrorist activities in
the Counter-Terrorism Law, those who organize,
lead, and participate in terrorist organizations,
includingthose raise funds and materials as
a member, will be charged withthe crime of
organizing, leading and participating in terrorist
activities under Article 120 of the Criminal Law.

Depending on the given circumstances, the
perpetrator may be subject to a fixed-term
imprisonment of not less than 10 years or even
life imprisonment;

Article 120a the crime of aiding terrorist
activities

Namely, the crime of terrorist financing.
According to this provision, anyone who provides
financial support knowing that the party is
a terrorist organization, or an individual who
commits terrorist activities, or the funds are used
for training in terrorist activities, constitutes the
crime of aiding terrorist activities under Article
120a of the Criminal Law.

Depending on the given circumstances, the
perpetrator may be subject to a fixed-term
imprisonment of not less than 5 years and a fine
or confiscation of property.

o Special Procedures

In order to effectively combat terrorism and
its financing, the Criminal Procedure Law has
offered special procedures for handling terrorist
crimes.

One example is technical investigative measures,
based on the needs for criminal investigation,
public security authorities may employ technical
investigative measures upon stringent approval
procedure.

In addition, witnesses may be granted a number
of protective measures during trial, such as not
disclosing their real nhames and not revealing
their appearance and real voices.

Special procedures for terrorist
financing

There are two sub-procedures for crimes related to
terrorist activities:

One is the procedure for confiscating illegal
proceeds involved in a case where the criminal
suspect or defendant escapes, hides or is dead.

Secondly, we have the Law on the
International Mutual Legal Assistance in
Criminal Matters and the Extradition Law.
These provisions of the Law, such as seizing
or freezing property involved in a case and
the confiscation and return of legal process
are applicable to international cooperation.
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For terrorist financing crimes, if the criminal
suspect or defendant escapes or hides and cannot
be brought to justice one year after being wanted
for arrest, or if the criminal suspect or defendant
is dead, the people's court may confiscate the
illegal proceeds and other property involved in
the said case after trial.

This actually provides for a kind of non-conviction-
based confiscation procedure for terrorist activity
crime cases, which contributes the confiscation
of terrorism-related funds.

Another one is the procedure for trial in absentia.
For cases of crimes of terrorist activities requiring
timely trial, after approved by the Supreme
People's Procuratorate, where the suspects or
defendants are outside the territory of China,
if, after review, the people’s court finds that the
charged criminal facts in the bill of prosecution
are clear-cut and the conditions for a trial in
absentia are satisfied, a decision shall be made
to try the case in court.

Trial in absentia can adjudicate the handling
of terrorist financing criminals and the recovery
of illegal proceeds and other property. However,
this is an exceptional circumstance that is strictly
regulated. So far, there are no such cases in
practice.

And thirdly, the Counter-Terrorism Law.
This Law provides that China can carry
out international cooperation with the
principle of equality and mutual benefit.
The competent authorities are authorised
to represent the Chinese government, to
engage with foreign governments and the

International Cooperation

The legal basis for China's international cooperation
in combating terrorist financing consists of three
main parts:

International conventions or treaties on
combating terrorist financing.

The Law on the International Mutual Legal
Assistance in Criminal Matters, the Extradition
Law, and the Criminal Procedure Law.

The Counter-Terrorism Law.

0 International conventions or treaties on
combating terrorist financing.

China has ratified and acceded to 12 global
international conventions on counter-terrorism,
including the International Convention for the
Suppression of the Financing of Terrorism.

In addition, under the framework of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization, China has concluded
two conventions with five countries - Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, Russia, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan -
the Shanghai Convention on Combating
Terrorism, Separatism and Extremism, and the
Counter-terrorism Convention of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization.

The Law on the International Mutual
Legal Assistance in Criminal Matters,
the Extradition Law, and the Criminal
Procedure Law.

The provisions of these laws on criminal mutual
legal assistance, such as sealing up, seizing
or freezing property involved in a case, and
confiscation and return of illegal proceeds of
crime and other involved property, are applicable

relevant international organisations like in
policy discussions, intelligence sharing, law
enforcement cooperation and international
financial monitoring cooperation. So those
are the core legal provisions.

We are doing our part and collectively, and
we need to do more, as we just mentioned.
Terrorism represents a great threat to
human society and we need a strong
global network. We call for that countries
could establish the awareness of human
community with a shared future of fairness,
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to international
terrorist financing.

e The Counter-Terrorism Law

This law provides that China can carry out
international cooperation on counter-terrorism
in accordance with the principles of equality and
mutual benefit.

The competent authorities are authorized to
represent the Chinese government to engage
with  foreign governments and relevant
international organizations in counter-terrorism
policy discussions, intelligence sharing, Ilaw
enforcement cooperation and international
financial monitoring cooperation.

These provisions provide a strong legal basis
for China and other countries to cooperate
internationally in combating terrorist financing.

Terrorism represents a significant threat to human
society, and counter-terrorism is a collective
responsibility of the international community.
We call for that countries could establish the
awareness of human community with a shared
future, further strengthen exchanges and
cooperation on topics like combating terrorism
and extremist financing, and learn from each
other's best practices, just like this Forum, to
improve our domestic legal framework for anti-
money laundering and counter-terrorist financing
on an on-going basis.

DEAR COLLEAGUES,
DEAR PARTICIPANTS
OF THE EVENT!

We are all aware that the activity of
extremist groups, which frequently cover
behind religion, is becoming increasingly
widespread practically everywhere in the
world. Extremist groups endanger peace and
security, as well as long-term development,
and represent serious challenges to human
rights, the rule of law, state integrity, and
sovereignty.

The spread of extreme religious ideology
creqtes the circumstances for  the
dissemination ofextremist literature and other
harmful information products. A variety of
extremist information sources on the Internet,
as well as insufficient monitoring, impede the
proper deployment of preventive measures.

Governments adopt preventive measures,
including the use of force, to combat
terrorism as a result of the activities of groups,
organizations, and movements that adhere
to the ideology of violence and hatred.
A variety of difficulties related to countering
terrorism and extremism necessitate the
adoption of legislation that restrict capital
from flying and contribute to the suppression
of financing channels.

Long-term experience clearly demonstrates
that limiting financing channels and sources
allows for the mitigation of the consequences
of terrorist acts and extremist manifestation.
Unfortunately, the identification of channels,
many of which are deeply conspiratorial and
originate from abroad, receipt of funds by
terrorist organizations, and their anonymity
all leave their imprint on the organization of
activities to combat financing.

In this instance, significant resources are
required to respond to these actions as soon
as possible, and we cannot do so without the
aid of foreign law enforcement authorities;
collaborative efforts will allow us to track
the movement of funds received by the
aforementioned organizations much more
efficiently. For example, technical support
can be provided in a variety of ways, including
the supply of educational, printing, material,
and technical resources, telephone and other
kinds of communication, and information
services.

The design and implementation of interagency
regulations to implement legal steps is
currently an urgent issue because combating
financing of terrorism and extremism is a
complicated subject that requires coordinated
efforts from all authorities, including law
enforcement.

The development of methods to stop terrorist
financing channels based on a systemic
approach to adopting laws that secure
economic security is critical for combating
terrorism. The Kyrgyz Republic is working
hard to combat financing of extremism. Our
country's law enforcement officials execute
all required intelligence operations to detect
and prosecute persons involved in extremism.

The Cabinet has prepared a program
to combat extremism and terrorism
through 2027, as well as an action plan to
successfully implement it. The Coordination
Council was formed to define common
national strategy in the areas of countering
extremism, fundamentalism, extremist
religious, destructive, and totalitarian groups
and organizations, and religious conflict
avoidance.

In the Kyrgyz Republic, the Criminal Code
provides for imprisonment for financing
extremist organizations, preparing for and
carrying out extremist activities. The Kyrgyz
Republic's Law on Combating Extremism
was passed in February 2023, and the
term '"extremism" includes the financing
of extremism or extremist organizations. In
addition, government authorities carry out
work within their remit to counteract extremist
financing in conformity with the law.

To apply targeted financial sanctions for
financing extremist activities, the State
Financial Intelligence Service compiles
an integrated sanction list that includes
individuals and legal entities involved in
extremism in accordance with the Law on
Combating Terrorism Financing and the
Legalization (Laundering) of lllegal Proceeds.
This list currently includes 325 individuals and
22 legal entities. If an individual or legal entity
is included on this list, they are subject to TFS,
which includes the immediate freezing of all
funds and the denial to conduct financial
transactions.

At the end of my Speech, I'd like to underline
that extremism is now a global concern,
not just a regional one. We will only be able
to combat extremism if we work together.
Close cooperation among international and
regional organizations is required, as is the
quick sharing of information and coordination
of appropriate competent authorities.

I hope that today's Forum will produce
positive results and serve as an example
for us of how it is nhecessary and possible to
collaborate in order to confront challenges
like terrorism and extremism and to cut off
their financing channels.

DEAR COLLEAGUES,

Currently, international terrorism, the
propagation of extremist ideas, and
radicalization of the population are all "long-
term risks".

In this sense, policymakers and law enforcement
officials throughout the Eurasian region should
collaborate to create common measures to
mitigating and combating them.

In the context of the use of advanced
technologies to engage citizens of our countries
in extremism and terrorism, including the
use of the information space of the Internet
as a tool to promote radical ideology and
coordinate the activities of international
terrorist organizations (ITO), the application
of complex measures, including legal ones,
to prevent and combat mentioned activities is
critical.

Terrorist organizations distort the core
of fundamental concepts, the content of
common human values, religious dogma, and
principles and impose one-sided, subjective
and false judgments of radical ideologists
in order to propagate their ideology and
replenish their membership via mass media
and the Internet.

The primary tasks of ITO are to recruit
subscribers for terrorist and extremist
materials, create public awareness,
spread misinformation to cause fear, mass
disturbances, degrade state authority,
disseminate terrorist and extremist ideology,
and attract a dedicated audience to finance
these actions.

In order to execute the Russian Federation's
international commitments, including
technical compliance with FATF standards,
the Russian criminal laws have a wide range
of prohibitions that criminalize terrorist and
extremist activities. The Criminal Code focuses
on financing terrorism and extremism, as
well as recruiting and convincing people to
participate in these actions.

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The Russian  Federation  forbids the
dissemination of information aimed at
propagating of terrorist ideology, instigating
national, racial, or religious hatred and enmity;,
as well as other information for which criminal
or administrative liability is envisioned.

Separate sections of the 2022 Law on
Combating Extremism focus on restricting
the propagation of extremist content
through mass media and common networks.
Furthermore, both spreading itself and
manufacturing and storing extremist
materials in order to further propagate are
considered offences.

The Law on Information’ establishes a
mechanism to restrict upon prosecution
authorities’ request access to information
containing appeals for mass rioting,
extremism, phony messages of terrorist acts,
and information that substantiates and/or
justifies extremism, including terrorism.

Furthermore, revisions to the laws were
introduced in 2019 to allow for using special
technical methods to impede functioning
and limit access to websites that spread
this content.

Late in 2020, amendments were made to the
Law on Information? to require social media
administrators to monitor social media
themselves, detect illegal information, and
block access to it.

Aside from 'virtual" recruiting and the
transmission of extremist and terrorist
ideology over the Internet, "direct" methods
based on personal communication are also
used. This communication is most common
among religious groups, such as those tied
to religion or founded for "good" reasons.

As a result, non-profit organizations (NPO)
founded to achieve socially useful and vital
goals are at risk. Philanthropic, social, and
other programs assist the government in
resolving challenges of providing necessary
aid at both the national and international
levels.

Terrorists and terrorist organizations have
exploited NPO for financing, recruiting new
terrorists, or providing other help to terrorism,
according to international experience in
combating terrorism. In addition, there
have been cases of terrorists setting up
fictitious charitable organizations, as well
as fraudulent fundraising for charitable
purposes.

As part of the accepted international
commitments, preventing the misuse of non-
profit organizations to radicalize people,
promote extremist and terrorist ideas, and
finance these actions is extremely crucial.

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According to the national risk assessment
report, soliciting funds to finance terrorism
through  non-profit organizations in
Russia poses a low risk3 To protect non-
profit organizations, the Russian AML/FT
framework envisages a range of measures,
from preventative (awareness-raising) to
combative (administrative and criminal
liability).

Furthermore, assessments of terrorism
financing risks are undertaken on a
regular basis, including through the non-
profit sector, to identify existing legislative
loopholes and critical threats, devise steps
to improve the overall terrorismm combating
system, and block terrorist organization
financial channels.

NPO in the Russian Federation take the
form of social or religious organizations
(associations) indigenous communities,
Kazak communities, non-profit memberships,
establishments, autonomous non-profit
organizations, social, charitable, and other
foundations, associations, and unions as
well as in other forms stipulated by law.

When it comes to mitigating the risks of
NPO being misused to radicalize people
and finance terrorism, it is important to
remember that the primary goal of legal
regulation in this area is to keep NPO from
being misused. In this regard, the policy-
makers’ primary goal is to preserve a
balance, proportionality of granted rights
and imposed constraints.

Russia has a number of legislative
provisions aimed at preventing NPO from
being misused by terrorists, including:

- provisions requiring NPO to register as
legal entities, limiting participation of
certain categories of persons in NPO;

- requiring NPO to submit various
statements on their activities on a regular
basis;

- controlling NPO' financial and other
transactions for AML/CFT/CPF purposes;

- state oversight over the activities of NPOs.

The Ministry of Justice oversees the
activities of non-profit and religious
groups, subjecting them to administrative
responsibility and making decisions on
their state registration.

The laws establish a separate, tightly
regulated system for NPO state registration®.

The list of documents required for NPO
state registration is more extensive than
that for other legal entities®. In particular,
full data on NPO founders should be
provided to the Ministry of Justice, allowing
identification of individuals and entities on
the List of individuals and entities involved
in extremism or terrorism at this stage.
Furthermore, the laws contain a variety of
prohibitions designed to prevent individuals
involved in extremism-terrorism, or who
pose a threat to national security, from
participating in NPO operations.

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Forexample, followings may not be founders

(participants, members) of a NPO:

- a person included on the List of terrorists
and extremists in accordance with the
Russian AML/FT laws;

- a public association or religious
organization whose activities have been
suspended;

- an individual in respect of whom a final
court judgment has been adopted stating
that his or her activities contain signs of
extremism;

- an organization or individual in respect of
whom the interagency commission has
made a decision freezing (blocking) funds
or other assets®;

- a person included on the List of the UN
Security Council;

- a foreign national or stateless person
whose stay in the Russian Federation has
been deemed undesirable in accordance
with the legislation.

An individual who previously served as a
manager or member of the management
body of an organization with respect to
which a court issued a judgment liquidating
it or prohibiting its activities in connection
with involvement in extremism or terrorism
may not be the founder of a NPO for ten
years from the date the appropriate court
judgment became effective’.

The law establishes special requirements
for religious group managers (members),
noncompliance with which will result in the
inability to register a NPQO?8: for example,
a Russian religious group may not be led by
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a foreign national or stateless person whose
stay (residence) in the Russian Federation
has been determined to be undesirable®.

Since 2010, NPO have been required to
publish statements about their operations
on the Ministry of Justice's information
sources in order to prevent NPO from
being utilized for financing extremism
and terrorism. Furthermore, according to
the law, banks must provide the Ministry
of Justice with access to NPO financial
documents upon request’™,

Except in certain circumstances, NPOs
transactions to receive or spend funds or
other assets are subject to compulsory
control?. However, based on the viewpoints
of financial market institutions and the non-
profit sector, some low-risk transactions
conducted by NPO and related to the
obligatory payments to the budget, housing
and utilities, as well as remuneration
to financial institutions for conducting
transactions and accrual of interest on NPO
accounts and deposits, were exempted
from compulsory control in July 2022.

To summarize, we can conclude that the
mechanisms in place to protect NPOs in
Russia, regular assessments of terrorism
financing risk through NPOs, and measures
taken in response to assessments, including
legislative ones, to mitigate identified
risks reduce the attractiveness of NPOs to
terrorist organizations.

DEAR FRIENDS,

Combating young people's involvement
in extremist and terrorist organizations
is currently one of the most critical areas
of law enforcement operations; it can be
accelerated by combining the efforts of
national and international authorities and
entities.

To improve the efficiency of Russian laws,
we designed and implemented a technique
for reviewing law efficiency that allows to
quickly detect gaps in legal regulation. This
strategy aims, first and foremost, to uncover
loopholes in legal requlation, promptly revise
current legislation, and increase the level of
conformity of the Russian AML framework
with FATF standardes.

Aside from an in-depth investigation of the
application of law, the method includes the
ability to assess the effectiveness of existing
laws in terms of numerical indicators, that
literally help to determine whether a law is
effective or not.

According to government figures, the
Internet is used in a significant proportion of
extremist and terrorist offences committed

In recent years, terrorists have
typically used the Internet to recruit new
adherents. The ideology tool is mostly aimed
atyoung people. Tocounterthisphenomenon,
Russia introduced a mechanism to block
extremist and terrorist content on Internet
based on both court orders and prosecutor’s
requirements, making it as effective and
timely as possible tool for blocking an access
to radical materials.

Blocking access to extremist-terrorist
materials based on a court decision, is
employed when an expert examination is
required to establish the nature of freely
available content. The second case, lightning,
applies when Internet content is obviously
linked to extremist and terrorist ideology.

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Over the previous three years, this strategy
has allowed us to ban over 350,000 extremist
and terrorist resources. This figure, however,
excludes mirror pages and comparable
information provided through Ilikes and
reposts. The system allows to timely block a
thousand extremist and terrorist materials
on the Internet every day.

This law's efficiency rose more than fivefold
in 2022 due to the extension of prosecutors'

powers to block extremist and terrorist
content, including the materials that
propagates extremist and terrorist ideology.
Columbine was designated a terrorist
group in Russia in 2022. Over 1,000 social
media groups have been blocked in the
previous few years because they advocated
for mass killings in Russia and abroad. This
is undoubtedly an urgent issue for all
countries.

Russia maintains a national list of extremist
publications, which enables for a quick
search on the Ministry of Justice's website
for relevant information and determining
whether any literature, video, audio, or
text is extremist or terrorist in character. To
date, around 6,000 extremist and terrorist
materials have been prohibited and added
to the list.

Furthermore,
established a

Russian  legislation  has
system for  labeling
organizations as extremist or terrorist for
more than a decade. I'd like to emphasize that
some international terrorist organizations
were recognized as such in Russia before they
were added to the UN Security Council's list.
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This list currently includes 43 international
terrorist organizations and 101 extremist
organizations. In practice, this method
allows for the early identification of instances
of membership in extremist and terrorist
organizations, the blocking of relevant content,
and the swift prosecution for financing these
organizations and recruiting into them.

Since 2016, several thousand individuals
prosecuted for their involvement in terrorist
organizations, including those on the UN
Security Council's list. At the same time,
a number of participants in international
terrorist  organisations were identified
by examining the financial links of other
participants in the ITO using Rosfinmonitoring

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material. Timely identification of foreign
terrorist fighters allows those who have
participated in military activities as members
of terrorist organizations to be barred from
entering Russia.

Effectiveness of terrorism is directly related
to its financing. Terrorists with sufficient
financial resources can plan and carry conduct
terrorist actions, recruit new members, and
actively combat law enforcement.

In this context, we are constantly improving
anti-terrorism financing laws. Only in the last
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three years it have been determined about
600 instances of terrorism financing, one-
third of which is related to the organization of
terrorism financing by international terrorist
organizations.

Since the Russian Federation submitted
a report to the FATF in 2019, the number of
instances of terrorism financing has more
than doubled, demonstrating that we are
effectively improving our laws.

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It is critical to note that more than half of
terrorist financing instances occurred via
the Internet; they involve the financing
of transnational terrorist organizations,
including those based in other countries.

The globe is currently undergoing worldwide
transition; terrorists are also employing new
techniques of financing extremist and terrorist
organizations. In this context, we have designed
and implemented a set of legislation aimed at
preventing non-profit organizations from being
misused to finance extremism and terrorism.

The number of identified terrorist financing
cases involving NPOs in the EAG countries is
sporadic. However there is a risk that NPOs
may be set up particularly to commit offenses
of terrorism financing, and to avoid freezing
of funds by FIUs, and to secretly transfer
funds raised by various charity organizations
for terrorists' purposes.

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According to our data, the majority of
organizations that are at risk of involving
in terrorism financing are charitable, faith-
based, migrant, and youth organizations
where extremists and terrorists seek
new followers among young people for
participation in terrorist actions.

To combat the involvement of young people
in extremist and terrorist organizations, as
well as the misuse of non-profit organizations
for funding extremism and terrorism,
Russia has enacted a set of regulations,
the effectiveness of which we shall now
illustrate.

For example, several years ago, Russian
legislation provided for the need to check
the individuals included in the list of persons
and organisations involved in extremist
activities and terrorism among the founders
and active participants of NPOs, not only at
the time of registration, but also for periodic
monitoring of NPOs during the subsequent
period of their activities.

Despite the seeming obviousness and ease
of identification of such cases, over 60 people
convicted of extremist and terrorist offenses
have been identified among the founders of
NPOs in Russia in recent years.

DEAR COLLEAGUES,
LADIES AND GENTLEMEN!

First and foremost, | would like to welcome the
participants of the Il Forum of representatives
of relevant committees of the parliaments of
Eurasian Group member states, and thank
our Kazakh colleagues for providing excellent
working conditions and hospitality.

The Forum of Parliamentarians is a new
interaction format on the sidelines of the EAG,
with the task of legally supporting national
systems for combating money laundering,
terrorist financing, and the financing of the
proliferation of weapons of mass destruction,
as well as the convergence, harmonization,
and, in some cases, unification of the
legislation of EAG member states.

From the first day of its independence,
the Republic of Tajikistan has faced
the unprecedented consequences  of
globalization, transnational crime, terrorism,
extremism, and illicit drug trafficking, and
has made the fight against crime a priority
of its domestic and foreign policy. Tajikistan's
President, Emomali Rahmon, has repeatedly
stated that his country is at the forefront of
the international community's fight against

terrorism, extremism, radicalism, organized
crime, and illicit drug trafficking.

Despite the Republic's difficult socio-political
situation in the early 1990s, such negative
phenomena as money laundering and
terrorist financing were criminalized in
the country as early as 1998, and later acts
related to illicit trafficking and financing the
proliferation of weapons of mass destruction
were also criminalized. It is important to note
that criminalizing these offences was the
first and most important step toward the
establishment of a national AML/CFT system.

Following the ratification of a number of
global regional international legal acts in
this areaq, systematic work was carried out in
the Republic to create a national AML/CFT
system. The adoption of the Law of the
Republic of Tajikistan "On Combating Money
Laundering, Terrorist Financing, and the
Financing of the Proliferation of Weapons
of Mass Destruction" in 2011 established the
organizational framework for AML/CFT,
the rights and obligations of organizations
conducting transactions with funds and
other assets, the powers of state bodies,
including the authorized body in this area, as
well as the legal basis for their interaction.

The National Bank of Tajikistan was
designated as the authorized body in the
field of AML/CFT and within its organizational
framework the  Financial = Monitoring
Department under the National Bank of
Tajikistan was established. It should be noted
that, according to the Law of the Republic
of Tajikistan "On the National Bank of
Tajikistan", the National Bank of Tajikistan is
accountable to the Majlisi Namoyandagon of
the Majlisi Oli of the Republic of Tajikistan (the
lower house of the Republic's Parliament)and
submits to the Majlisi Namoyandagon of the
Majlisi Oli an annual report on its activities,
including AML/CFT issues.

The Financial Monitoring Department under
the National Bank of Tajikistan, established by
Presidential Decree in 2009, is the key structure
of the national AML/CFT system. Recognizing
the importance of coordinating the AML/CFT
activities of state bodies, the Government of
Tajikistan established a standing Interagency
Commission on combating the legalization of
proceeds of crime.

The country is currently implementing the
national AML/CFT concept for 2018-2025, as
well as the Republic of Tajikistan's Strategy
for Countering Extremism and Terrorism for
2021-2025. Today, we can statethat alegaland
institutional framework has been established
in our country to effectively counter money
laundering, terrorist financing, and the
financing of the proliferation of weapons of
mass destruction.

In the Republic, the forms of interaction
between the legislative and executive
branches of power differ, and the results of
mutual evaluations are crucial in addressing
the issues of improving the national AML/CFT
system. The mutual evaluation conducted in
the Republic in 2018 allowed us to identify
certain shortcomings in our country's
AML/CFT system, and to take appropriate
measures to address them.
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The legislative and executive branches
of government worked to improve the
Republic's legislation in order to implement
the FATF Recommendations and eliminate
the deficiencies identified during the mutual
evaluation. This activity resulted in the
adoption of the new Law of the Republic of
Tajikistan "On Combating Money Laundering,
Terrorist Financing, and the Financing of the
Proliferation of Weapons of Mass Destruction"
on March 15, 2023.

The adoption of the law in a new edition is due
to changes in the standards of the Financial
Action Task Force on Money Laundering, the
development of the regulatory framework
of the Republic and national legislation,
the analysis of law enforcement practice
of the country and EAG member states,
the improvement of the activities of the
national financial intelligence structure,
the development of unified approaches to
statutory regulation in the field of protecting
the rights and legitimate interests of
citizens, society and the state through the
creation and improvement of legal AML/CFT
mechanisms.

The new law largely implements and covers
the majority of the FATF recommendations.
The law establishes certain requirements for
the reporting entities based on a risk-based
approach for due diligence of customers
and beneficial owners, provides for control
measures for the operations of politically
exposed persons, introduces measures to
ensure the transparency of legal entities and
foreign legal arrangements, and so on. The
new law devotes special attention to issues
of AML/CFT control, interaction between
public authorities, the powers of supervisory
authorities, the duties and functions of the
authorized body, and issues of international
AML/CFT cooperation.

Modern
terrorist organizations have abandoned their
territorial focus in favor of a transnational
form of existence. This is an example of post-
globalization development.

Terrorism today invests heavily in its operations.
Terrorism, extremism, and transnational crime
pose new threats to global stability, and are
unfortunately becoming a tool of geopolitical
intrigue, necessitating the EAG and other
international institutions to develop new
mechanisms to combat money laundering
and terrorist financing.

The law establishes the legal framework
for combating money laundering, terrorist
financing and the financing of the
proliferation of weapons of mass destruction,
as well as the legal relationships between
entities engaged in transactions with funds
or other assets, the authorized body, and
other state bodies in this area.

Under the leadership of our country's esteemed
President, the legislation of Turkmenistan
as well as the system and policy of financial
monitoring is being improved; state strategies
and national plans for the development of this
sphere in our country are being adopted. On
April 29 last year, the President of Turkmenistan
approved the Regulation on the Financial
Monitoring Service under the Ministry of
Finance and Economy of Turkmenistan. The
President's Decree established the Turkmen
Coordinating Interagency Commission
for Combating Money Laundering, which
included the heads of sectoral departments
and law enforcement agencies. In addition,
there is a similar coordinating interagency
working commission at the level of heads of
departments and directorates of ministries,
sectoral departments, military and Ilaw
enforcement agencies under Turkmenistan's
Ministry of Finance and Economy.

Another critical issue is our youth. Our
children are the world's future. Starting
today, the primary tasks of the state and
legislative bodies are to raise citizens who
are patriotic, morally pure, and educated, as
well as to protect them from illegal actions
taking place around the world and from all
paths that lead to crime.

| would like to thank the Eurasian Group for
taking the initiative to host the Forum of
Parliamentarians from this organization's
member countries as an important and
highly-demanded platform for promoting
practical cooperation and strengthening
partnership in improving the legislation of
our national anti-money laundering systems.

The Il Forum of Parliamentarians is a logical
continuation of previous events in which
participants exchanged experience in the
development and implementation of laws
in this field, as well as the introduction of
mechanismstomonitortheirimplementation.

The format of today's event is of special
significance and uniqueness, as it allows
to gather in one place representatives of
specialized parliamentary committees,
interagency committees and commissions, law
enforcement and supervisory bodies, as well
as financial intelligence units of the Eurasian
Group member states to share experience,
get acquainted with best practices in the
adoption of legislative acts and implementation
of the national strategy for detection and
suppression of terrorist financing channels.

The importance of these issues also correlates
with the regional threats identified as part of
our collaborative work on the EAG platform at
the supranational level, where the activities
of international terrorist organizations, illicit
drug trafficking, pyramid schemes, use of
new technologies for criminal purposes,
etc. are identified as threats common to
our region. As we all know, one of the most
pressing issues in the context of globalization
and the transformation of international and
regional conflicts is the effective fight against
terrorism and extremism.

Our country has laid the legal and institutional
groundwork for a comprehensive, effective
response to these threats. As such, in 2000, the
Law of Uzbekistan "On Combating Terrorism"
was adopted, with the main goals of ensuring
the security of the individual, society, and
state from terrorism, protecting the state's
sovereignty and territorial integrity, and
preserving civil peace and national harmony.
It also defines the basic counter-terrorism
principles, the state bodies responsible for
combating terrorism, their powers and duties,
liability for participation in terrorist activities
and violation of anti-terrorist legislation,
international cooperation of Uzbekistan in
combating terrorism, etc.

In 2018, the Ilaws of the Republic of
Uzbekistan "On Countering Extremism"
and "On Ratification of the Convention of
the Shanghai Cooperation Organization on
Countering Extremism", adopted in Astana
in 2017, were passed. In order to create a
legal basis for a comprehensive study of
the organization of criminal prosecution
of the financial component of extremism,
these laws define the concepts of financing
terrorism, financing extremism, as well as
the powers and tasks of the competent
authorities in this area.

In order to ensure the correct and uniform
application of the norms of the above-
mentioned laws when considering cases
of this category, in 2021 the Plenum of the
Supreme Court of Uzbekistan adopted the
Resolution "On Certain Issues of Judicial
Practice in Criminal Cases on Financing
of Terrorism and Extremism" Taking into
account the fact that timely and high quality
consideration of criminal cases related to
the financing of terrorism and extremism is
one of the important conditions for ensuring
national security, this resolution explains all
aspects of consideration of this category of
cases, including the issues of classification
of acts, including those falling under various
corpus delicti, proving intent, sentencing,
deciding the fate of physical evidence.

In addition, in order to determine the most
effective measures, for example, aimed
at preventing extremism and terrorism,
eliminating sources and channels of
their financing, unifying national and
international efforts in this area, in 2021, the
Decree of the President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan approved the National Strategy
of the Republic of Uzbekistan on Combating
Extremism and Terrorism for 2021-2026, as
well as a roadmap for its implementation.
The Strategy provides for the improvement of
the regulatory, methodological and practical
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base in the field of combating extremism,
terrorism and their financing, as well as the
introduction of effective mechanisms for
combating the financing of extremism and
terrorism.

| would like to emphasize that the measures
we have taken fully confirm the commitment
of the Republic of Uzbekistan to the FATF
internationalstandardsandtherequirements
of other international treaties, as evidenced
by the positive conclusions of the experts of
the Eurasian Group within the framework of
mutual evaluation of the national system.

Despite the significant amount of work done,
Uzbekistan is always interested in improving
national legislation and law enforcement
practice in the area of combating the
financing of terrorism. Uzbekistan has
acceded to 14 universal international legal
documents on combating terrorism and
is a member of a number of regional anti-
terrorist organizations, such as the CIS Anti-
Terrorism Center, the SCO Regional Anti-
Terrorist Structure, and actively cooperates
with the UN anti-terrorist structures and
other international organizations.

One of the most important joint events with
the UN Office of Counter-Terrorism and
the OSCE is the High-Level International
Conference "Regional Cooperation of Central
Asian Countries in the Framework of the
Joint Action Plan for the Implementation of
the UN Global Counter-Terrorism Strategy",
which will be held in Tashkent in 2022, with
the participation of more than 500 highly
qualified representatives and experts from
the countries of Central and South Asia, as
well as international organizations.

DEAR COLLEAGUES,
DEAR FORUM PARTICIPANTS!

First of all, | would like to thank you for the
invitation to participate in the Forum of
Parliamentarians of the Eurasian Group
on Combating Money Laundering and
Financing of Terrorism.

An event of this nature unquestionably
contributes to the strengthening and
expansion of intergovernmental cooperation
in the context of an effective response to
challenges and threats, the elimination of
which necessitates collaborative efforts and
coordinated work.

The Republic of Armenia, represented by
the Financial Monitoring Center of the
Central Bank of the Republic of Armenia, as
a national financial intelligence unit, has
been an observer in the Eurasian Group since
May 2006 by the decision of the 4th Plenary
meeting of the EAG, and participates in
many projects aimed at identifying regional
risks, providing technical assistance, etc.

With regard to the issue under discussion
concerning the legislative  regulation,
tracking, identification and suppression
of the channels of financing of political

radicalism, extremism and terrorism, certain
differences in legislation should be taken into
account in the context of the terminology
used and the definition of certain concepts.

For example, the Criminal Code of the
Republic of Armenia does not define the
criminally punishable terrorist offence and
terrorist financing offence in accordance with
the international conventions and standards
of the Financial Action Task Force on Money
Laundering (FATF). Also, there is no definition
in the Criminal Code of the Republic of
Armenia that qualifies this or that activity as
extremist.

At the same time, elements associated with
the concept of extremism, as defined in
other countries' legislation, are included in
various offences provided for by the Republic
of Armenia’'s Criminal Code, such as a hate
crime based on race, religion, language,
or national origin. The same is true of the
concept of political radicalism.

DEAR PARTICIPANTS!

| am going to just briefly present about some
of the work that we have been doing in the
capacity building space with Africa in relation
to our work with parliamentarians.

Just a little bit of a step back. This is basically what
our office does, the Office of Counterterrorism
not to be confused with some of our colleagues
who are from other UN agencies. And it is that
point number three, strengthen delivery of UN
counter-terrorism capacity building assistance
to countries which | am representing here
today.

We are headquartered in New York where we
do our bulk of policy work. But in the last couple
of years, we have grown and established our
program offices around the world. For now,
it is in Hungary, where | have been posted in
addition to Qatar, Morocco and Spain. And
it is particularly Morocco, which is the office
there where we are launching and deploying
a lot of our work into Africa.

But we are also still growing. We are
developing an office in Kenya as well. And we
are also looking for an office somewhere in
Central Asia.

Our work with the Africa has predominantly
been focused on eastern and southern Africa
for no particular other reason than that we
develop the action plan with some lag back
in 2018 and then have continued our work
with them for since then. And the experience
that we have made over the last five years
working with the entire eastern and southern
African region, both regional and national
trainings, is that a lot of the legislation, a lot
of the ownership that we lack sometimes in
our trainings is because we do not engage
enough with parliamentarians to because
they have the influence to actually implement
a lot of the policies that we recommend in our
trainings.

In relation to thematic such as cryptocurrencies,
which is very new, it can be very complicated
and a lot of people do not know much about.
Last year we started engaging a lot with
parliamentarians. We did a couple of events,
a couple of trainings, and we have plans to
continue this work as well to continue our
capacity building in eastern and southern
Africa.

And we have seen some results of this work,
particularly from Rwanda and Tanzania, that
when we engage with them at the higher
level, at the ministerial parliamentarian level,
it immediately has a sort of a ripple effect
where they engage more actively with us and
wanted to know how they can both engage
with us, but also with our partners to develop
correct legislation, adapt it to their own
situation. Because a lot of these countries
also are looking at a lot of economic growth
and do not want to miss out on.

Of course, there are the dangers of
thematics such as cryptocurrencies, but
also the benefits that we also want to their
prerogative to actually engage and advance
from the benefits as well.

We have a dedicated parliamentary
program as well. It is based in Qatar and
started activities a couple of years ago.
And we have kind of this multisectoral way
of engaging now where even though my
thematics, my programmatic areas are
mainly CFT, cryptocurrencies and drones,
we now have a way to directly engage with
parliamentarians through a different area
as well, which can cover more topics more
than the topics that | cover.

DEAR COLLEAGUES!

Because almost all CSTO Member States
are also EAG members, the CSTO and the
EAG have long-standing business relations
of constructive interaction and cooperation.
A Memorandum of Cooperation was signed
in 2010 between the EAG and the CSTO, and
anotherin 2014 between the Federal Financial
Monitoring Service and the Parliamentary
Assembly of the Collective Security Treaty
Organization.

Together with the EAG and the Council of
Heads of Financial Intelligence Units of
the CIS member states, the CSTO makes a
significant contribution to the fight against
illegal activities at the national level. Within
the frameworkofthis Council, the effortsofthe
CIS financial intelligence units are combined
and integrated with the activities of the CSTO
in order to increase the effectiveness of the
implementation of, for example, such an
anti-terrorist operation as "Kanal".

The Collective Security Treaty Organization
has been actively cooperating with
Rosfinmonitoring for a long time, especially
in the field of combating high-tech crimes.
Such activities contribute to ensuring the
information security of the CSTO member

states. At a recent meeting in May of this
year, the Chairman of the EAG — Director of
the Federal Financial Monitoring Service Yury
Chikhanchin - and the Secretary General
of the CSTO Imangali Tasmagambetov
emphasizedthe joint work that resulted in the
suspension of over 950 information resources
and the opening of over a thousand criminal
cases in 2022.

Only last year, within the framework of the
operation code-named "Kanal’ financial
transactions were identified, allegedly
related to the legalization of drug proceeds,
in the amount of more than 280 million
rubles.

Without a doubt, CSTO members will
continue to actively cooperate with special
bodies that monitor suspicious transactions
and combat criminal capital laundering. It
is obvious that only by combining the forces
and means of financial intelligence units and
law enforcement agencies can cross-border
crime be effectively combated.

The CSTO Parliamentary Assembly's lawmaking
activity on the develooment of model
legisiative acts is a logical continuation of
such interaction between our organizations.
As such, on the initiative of Rosfinmonitoring
and with its direct participation, our

The most recent recommendations, issued
in 2022, aim to mitigate the risks associated
with the uncontrolled spread of virtual assets.
These are quite interesting documents that
govern a new area of terrorist financing
suppression using cryptocurrency tools.

The relevant committees of the parliaments
of CSTO member states, which are
working on the implementation of the
above model recommendatory acts into
national legislative systems, undoubtedly
played a significant role in the successful
implementation of these programs and
documents. The most important direction
of the CSTO Parliamentary Assembly's
model lawmaking is the enhancement of
the Organization's international legal anti-
terrorist base, including in the information
sphere, taking into account the fact that
other forms of violent extremism, drug
trafficking, arms trafficking, and human
trafficking are also closely associated with
terrorist activities, illegal migration, and
other types of transnational crime, including
terrorist financing.

In this area, we pay close attention to the
legal and regulatory responses to these
threats. We also address the operational
support for this counteraction separately.
Each of the directions has a package of
interconnected CSTO model acts adopted by
the Parliamentary Assembly, which is logically
consistent with similar documents adopted
in the CIS format. Recently, in our time's
threat system, it has become necessary to
single out biological and chemical terrorism
threats, for which we are also developing
relevant documents in accordance with the
changes made to the CSTO charter.

the formats of institutions, observers and
partners, which have existed in the CSTO
Parliamentary Assembly since 2012 and have
also recently been institutionalized by the
Collective Security Treaty Organization.

The CSTO Parliamentary Assembly's package
currently includes 82 model legal acts.
More than a dozen of these special acts is
directly aimed at countering terrorism. Three
new model acts have been developed and
adopted in the program for 2021-2025, which
we are currently implementing. These are
Recommendations on countering the risks of
the uncontrolled spread of virtual currencies,
the purpose of which is to strengthen the
security of the CSTO member states in
terms of countering the risks of controlled
distribution of virtual assets to prevent and
suppress the aqctivities of transnational
organized crime, illicit drug trafficking, as
well as Recommendations on countering
terrorism at fuel and energy facilities and
Recommendations on improving the national
legislation of the CSTO member states to
block the channels of international terrorism.

field of the intelligence-gathering support for
collective security is currently being prepared
in accordance with the model lawmaking
program. The goalofthis guide is to help CSTO
member states converge and harmonize
their intelligence-gathering legislation in the
development of relevant systems.

I would like to point out that Kazakh
specialists are currently collaborating with
the Secretariat of the CSTO Parliamentary
Assembly to draft a CSTO model law on
counter-terrorism, which will take into
account all legislators' experience and the
most recent developments in this field. This,
in our opinion, is the true contribution of
CSTO parliamentarians to the international
community's efforts to combat international
terrorism and implement universal counter-
terrorism documents and UN resolutions.

We confirm our willingness to maintain
constructive contacts on the implementation
of potential legislative initiatives, including
those coming from the competent bodies of
EAG Member States.

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DECLARATION OF THE
OUTCOMES OF THE Il FORUM
OF PARLIAMENTARIANS

OF THE EAG MEMBER STATES

Based on the results of the discussions at the
Il Forum of Parliamentarians (representatives
of relevant parliamentary committees) of the
Member States of the Eurasian Group on
Combating Money Laundering and Financing
of Terrorism (EAG), the participants noted the
followings with satisfaction.

Given the common nature for all the EAG
Member States, the combat against the
spread ofextremist and terrorist ideas and the
radicalisation of youth and the substitution
of traditional theological values by pseudo-
religious teachings through the suppression
of financing channels for these activities
should be regional and shall be coordinated.

In this regard, the Forum calls upon the
EAG Member States to take measures
on harmonization of the approaches to
legislative regulation of combating regional
risks of terrorist and extremist financing, as
well as to counter the radicalisation of youth
and the involvement of non-governmental
non-profit organisations in illegal activities.

The Forum considers its main task as
organizing and maintaining professional
discussions of high-level experts on
developing legislative approaches to mitigate
the supranational risks and threats identified
in the EAG work, disregarding the evolving
international situation and other geopolitical
factors, without imposing any obligations,
authorities or requirements on the EAG
Member States.

The Forum maintains the status of a
permanent platform for interaction between
the parliaments of the EAG Member States
and endeavours to be open to all interested
EAG observers, international organisations
as well as the member states of the Financial
Action Task Force (FATF) and the FATF-style
regional bodies.
