AGREEMENT

on cooperation between Interparliamentary Assembly of Commonwealth of
Independent States members and Eurasian Group of opposition to the criminal
income legalization and financing of terrorism

BEurasian Group of opposition to the criminal income legalization and financing
of terrorism (EAG) and Interparliamentary Assembly of Commonwealth of
Independent States members (IPA CIS), hereinafter referred to as the Parties,

guided by the Convention of Interparliamentary Assembly of Commonwealth of
Independent States members (May 26, 1995) and documents, determining the status and
competence of the EAG ,

recognizing the importance of improvement and the need for further
harmonization of national legislation of member states in security sphere in general,
including the sphere of opposition to the criminal income legalization (laundering),
appeared by criminal actions, and to financing of terrorism, in particular, have agreed

as follows.

Article 1
The Parties shall cooperate in the development of legislative and other acts
projects, prepared to harmonize national legislation of Commonwealth of Independent

States members and EAG, on issues directly related to the Parties fields of activity.

Article 2
1. In order to realize this Agreement Parties cooperate through their authorized
bodies.
2. Authorized bodies of realization of this Agreement are:
from EAG — The Secretariat of the Eurasian Group of opposition to the criminal
income legalization and financing of terrorism;

from IPA CIS - The Secretariat of the Interparliamentary Assembly of
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Commonwealth of Independent States members.
3. If authorized bodies change their name or functions, then Parties will

promptly notify each other.

Article 3

1. The Parties shall consult during the preparation of proposals and
recommendations on issues of mutual interests, submit to the parliament and other
superior bodies of Commonwealth of Independent States members.

2. The Parties shall exchange information about consummation and practical
realization in the States mentioned in Article 1 and item 1 of this Agreement of
proposals, recommendations or decisions, made by superior bodies of state authority of
Commonwealth of Independent States members and EAG.

3. Parties create representative expert and other working groups if necessary for
the development of legislative and other acts projects and other documents, mentioned

in Article 1 of this Agreement.

Article 4
EAG assists in the activities of IPA CIS, aimed to harmonize national legislation

of Commonwealth of Independent States members on issues of mutual interests.

Article 5

1. The Parties shall recognize the need for a comprehensive exchange of
information, contributory to the harmonization of national legislations.

2. The parties shall intend to contribute to the creation of integrated legislation
base and other regulations of member states on electronic data medium and keeping
them up to date.

3. The parties shall exchange drafts and documents, adopted by IPA CIS and
EAG on issues of mutual interests.

4. The Parties shall notify each other in advance about the confidentiality of

exchanged information.
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Atticle 6
1. This Agreement shall take effect upon signature.
2. Changes and additions, which legalize its status by the corresponding
protocols, which are integral parts of this Agreement, may be added to this Agreement

by mutual agreement of the Parties.

Atrticle 7
Moot cases connected with application and interpretation of this Agreement shall

be resolved through consultations and negotiations between the Parties.

Atrticle 8
1. This Agreement is concluded for an indefinite period.
2. Each Party can leave this Agreement. The Parties send written notice of such
intention to each other not later than six months before the leaving,.
