MEMORANDUM
of cooperation between the Eurasian Group on Combating Money Laundering
and Financing of Terrorism and the Commonwealth of Independent States Anti-
Terrorism Center

The Eurasian Group on Combating Money Laundering and Financing of
Terrorism (EAG) and the Commonwealth of Independent States Anti-Terrorism
Center (ATC CIS), hereinafter referred to as the "Parties",

Considering the international nature and current scale of terrorism financing;

Attaching great importance to the development of cooperation and seeking to
coordinate efforts in combating terrorism financing;

Expressing determination to build the relationship on the basis of equal and
constructive cooperation in combating terrorism financing;

Being guided by the goals and objectives of the EAG and ATC CIS;

Taking into account provisions of the fundamental regulatory documents of
the EAG and ATC CIS, as well as international treaties and other legal instruments
currently in effect in the EAG Member States and CIS Participating States;

Have agreed as follows:
Article 1. Principle of Cooperation

Cooperation between the Parties under Memorandum hereof will be based on
the equality and mutual benefit and not preclude the EAG Member States and CIS
participant States from complying with their international obligations and observing
national legislation , responsiveness and accountability for the implementation of joint
decision making.

Article 2. Areas of Cooperation

The Parties shall, within the scope of their jurisdiction, cooperate in countering
terrorism financing, as well as in other areas of mutual interest.

Article 3. Forms of Cooperation
Cooperation between the Parties under this Memorandum shall be conducted
in the following forms:

exchange of information on issues related to countering terrorism financing;

experience sharing, personnel training and skills development, including
through conferences, workshops and joint meetings;




sharing legislative and other regulatory legal acts of the EAG Member States
and CIS participant States, materials on the practice of their implementation,
statistical data and methodological recommendations on issues related to countering
terrorism financing with the consent of the above-mentioned States;

conducting joint researches into issues related to countering terrorism
financing; )

coordinating activities on issues arising in the course of cooperation,
including establishment of working groups and exchange of representatives;

advisory support in the field of combating the financing of terrorism;

This Memorandum shall not preclude the Parties from developing and
promoting other mutually acceptable forms of cooperation.

Article 4. Information Exchange

The Parties shall, by mutual agreement, within the scope of their jurisdiction
and in compliance with the relevant international obligations and national laws of the
EAG Member States and CIS Participating States concerned, share information
related to the areas of their cooperation as defined in Article 2.

The Parties shall protect the confidential information obtained in the course of
cooperation hereunder. Either Party shall not disclose the above information to any
third Party without the written consent of the information providing Party.

All cooperation activities shall be conducted in Russian and English, which
shall have the status of working languages, information exchange shall be conducted
in Russian language.

Article 5. Joint Activities
The Parties may develop and implement joint activities to promote

cooperation in areas falling within their jurisdiction.

Competent authorities of the EAG Member States and CIS Participating
States, international organizations and associations, may participate in the activities
provided for in this Article, subject to mutual agreement of the Parties.

Article 6. Meetings and Consultations

The Parties will consult each other on matters of mutual interest.

The Parties will hold regular meetings of their representatives to examine
ways to build mutually beneficial cooperation in areas falling within the scope of
their jurisdiction.




Article 7. Final Provision

All amendments and supplements to this Memorandum shall become valid
only if made in writing and signed by the Chairman of the EAG and Head of the
ATC CIS, whereupon they shall become an integral part of this Memorandum.

The Memorandum is concluded for an indefinite period of time and is valid
until the expiry of six months from the date of receipt by one Party of the other Party
written notice of its intention to terminate this Memorandum.

The Parties shall implement the provisions of this Memorandum in
accordance with the regulations internal procedural documents of the EAG and ATC
CIS.

The Memorandum shall come into force from the date of signature.

Signed at the City of Moscow on June 20, 2014 in two originals both in
Russian and English languages, the both versions being identical and equally valid
and binding. The original copies shall be kept by the Eurasian Group on Combating
Money Laundering and Financing of Terrorism and the Commonwealth of
Independent States Anti-Terrorism Center.
